TEADUSTEEMADEGA SEOTUD KAEVAMISED

Teaduslike probleemide lahendamisele keskendunud ja konkreetsete uurimis-
teﬂemadega seotud arheoloogiliste kaevamiste osakaal on vorreldes valtimatute
padstekaevamistega hakanud vihehaaval kasvama. Nii oli see ka 20006. aastal, mil
nn probleemkaevamisi korraldasid Tartu Ulikool, Tallinna Ulikooli Ajaloo Instituut,
E.esti Ajaloomuuseum, Viljandi muuseum ja Sihtasutus Virumaa muuseumid
(jn 1: A). Pohiliselt oli tegemist kiill nn jatkukaevamistega, kus uuriti juba varem
avatud kaevandi siigavamaid ladestusi voi voeti ette uurimisala laiendamine
(nt Vastseliina ja Viljandi linnus, Uugla Veskimie asula, Viltina ja Tsitre sadamako-
had), kuid nende korval oli tisna palju ka sidraseid objekte, mida varem pole ar-
heoloogiliselt uuritud (nt Helme ja Urvaste linnus, Kdku ja Uugla rauasulatuskoht
ja sepatOoase, lila Hiieallikas). Moni uurimisteema nagi ette kaevamisi koguni mit-
mel muistisel (nt ekspeditsioonid muistsete sadamate, varaste sepatooasemete ja
rauasulatuskohtade, lubjaahjude ning paeckarjairide avastamiseks) voi Surfimist
laiemal territooriumil kultuurkihi leviku maaramiseks ning asustuse tuumikala
kindlaks tegemiseks.

Eesti ala koige varasema asustuse selgitamiseks toimunud teadusuuringutest
Riigikiila XIV asulakohas (nr 1) kirjutasid siinsele kogumikule tilevaate Aivar
Kriiska ja Kerkko Nordqvist. Nende artikkel on ilmekas nidide histi laabuvast
rahvusvahelisest koostoost ja sellest, kuidas laial territooriumil paikneva kiviaja
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asula stistemaatiline tundmadppimine erinevate uurimismeetodite kasutamisega
(2006. a Surfiti ulatuslikul alal ja voeti fosfaatanaliitisiks proove, millega kaardista-
ti noorkeraamika kultuuri asulakoht) aitab paremini moista seoseid kultuur-
maastiku kujunemise ja toonase inimese kiitumisloogika vahel. Sama artikkel
sisaldab informatsiooni veel Riigikiila II asulakohas (nr 94) toimunud paaste-
kaevamistest, kus kultuurkihti oli omavolilise ehitustegevusega lohutud ja
segatud.

Taiendavaid andmeid Eestimaa kiviaegse asustuse kohta koguti ka Keava linnamae
ja selle lihiimbruse asulate mitmeaastase uurimisprojekti kdigus, mis loppes
20006. aastal. Tuginedes varasematele vilitoodele, loodeti linnuse ldhistel paiknevas
Linnaaluste III asulakohas (nr 2) leida linnuseaegset sepikojaaset. Paraku jii
selle vare kiill leidmata (ilmselt on see kiinniga loplikult havitatud), kuid kaevan-
di sugavamatest ladestustest nahtavale ilmunud tulekivitootlemisest tekkinud kil-
lud ja laastud on kindel mirk sellest, et sealne vanim asustus parineb varaneoliiti-
kumist voi koguni mesoliitikumi lopust. Tuletagem siinkohal meelde, et Keava lin-
nuse alt Verevainu soost 2003. a juhuslikult avastatud kasetohusillutis on kahe

radiostisiniku analtitisi pohjal dateeritud 5. aastatuhandesse eKr (Lang et al. 2004,
68, tab).

Kaitsealuse Lehmja asula (nr 3) varasema tuumiku kohale kavandatakse lihiajal
chitada kaubanduskeskus, mis pole moeldav seal eelnevalt toimuva arheoloogilise
uuringuta. Selleks, et selgitada valja uusehituseks valitud ala kultuurkihi siilivus ja
vanus ning seelibi aidata kaasa eesseisvate paastekaevamiste planeerimisele, voeti
ette Surfimine laiemal territooriumil. Millel pohineb oletus, et konealuses piirkon-
nas on tegemist rooma rauaajast parit ning seega Eestis tisna viheuuritud perioo-
di asustuskihiga, saab lugeda Lehmjas valitoid juhatanud Ain Lavi artiklist.

Eestimaa louna- ja kagupoolses osas paiknevate linnuste vanuse ja ehituslike
isedrasuste viljaselgitamiseks on juba mitmel aastal teinud viljakaevamisi Tartu
tilikooli arheoloogia kabineti uurimisrihm eesotsas Heiki Valguga. Kiesolevast
kogumikust leiab lugeja tema sulest pikema artikli virskematest uuringutule-
mustest kolmel muistisel - Hinniala Paevapooramismaiel, Urvaste linnamiel
ja Vastseliina linnusel (nr 4-6). Olgu siinjuures mainitud, et nende kaevamiste
suurim tllatus oli fakt, et Meremae vallas Tellaste kiilas paiknev ainulaadse nimega
PievapOOramismae kaitserajatised parinevad juba hilispronksi- voi eelrooma raua-
ajast.

Linnuseid uuriti ka Eesti pohjarannikul Irus ja Toolses. Kuna Tallinna kiilje all
paikneval Iru linnamiel (nr 7) toimunud valit6od olid proovikaevamise ise]oo.

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muga (kolme kaevandi suurus kokku 9 m?), siis seal tehtud esialgne jireldus, €t Ird
Linnapidraks kutsutud maalinna ja Pirita joe vahelisel u 11 m laiusel terrassil paik-
nes viikingiajal joesadam, vajab veel tiiendavat kontrollimist. Eesti pohjapool-
seima ja Uhtlasi noorima keskaegse Toolse ordulinnuse (nr 8: rajamisajaks
loetakse 1471. a) arheoloogilised uuringud olid ajendatud Sihtasutuse Virumaa
Muuseumid soovist alustada lagunevate mitride konserveerimist. Toolses toid
juhatanud Tonno Jonuksi ja Kahrut Elleri tlevaateartiklist saab iilevaate sellest,
kuidas kulges valitoo esimene etapp, mil keskenduti viravahoone uurimisele.

Viljandi linn ja muuseum on juba pikemat aega seisnud hea selle eest, et jatkuks
Viljandi ordulinnuse (nr 9) arheoloogiline uuring ja toimuks viljakaevatud ehi-
tuskonstruktsioonide konserveerimine nende vaatamisvairsuseks kujundamisel.
Seekord voeti lahema vaatluse alla pealinnus ja III eeslinnuse peavirava piirkond,
kus rusukihtide eemaldamisel avastati ullatuslikult kiittekoldega keldriruum, mida
sailinud linnuseplaanidel pole kujutatud. Sellest, milline vois olla sellise keldri
funktsioon ja millist leiumaterjali sisaldas ruumi kasutusaegne kiht, saab tapsema
ettekujutuse, kui loete Viljandi ordulinnusel kaevamisi juhatanud Arvi Haaki ja
vanalinnas jarelevalvetoid teinud (nr 82,83) Riina Juuriku koostatud artiklit.

Arvi Haaki sulest ilmub siinses kogumikus veel teinegi linnuste uurimist puudu-
tav ulevaade: selles tehakse juttu turismiobjektina laialt tuntud Helme ordulin-
nusest (nr 10), kus 2006. a toimusid teadaolevalt esimesed arheoloogilised kae-
vamised. Nende uuringute uheks tilesandeks oli selgitada, kas ordulinnus piistitati
muinasaegse linnuse kohale. Ehkki esimese aasta kaevamiste piiratud mahu tottu
pole A. Haakil sellele kuisimusele veel tihest vastust, osutavad mitmed asjaolud voi-
malusele, mis ei valista kivilinnusest varasema puitrajatise olemasolu.

Usna ootamatule tulemusele jouti aastaid tagasi Raplamaal linnusena Kaitse alla
voetud Pirgu Kantsimael (nr 11). Nimelt selgus, et tasasel maal paiknev ligemale
pooleteise meetri korgune ja jalamilt kuni 9 m laiune hobuserauakujuline kor-
gendik, mille tiks kiilg asub jirsu joekalda dires, ei olegi inimtekkeline vall, vaid
hoopis looduslik moodustis. Ekspertidena kohale kutsutud geoloogide arvates
voisid sellise “valli” tekitada mandrijii taandumisel jadsulamisveed. Vaatamata n.6
negatiivsele uurimistulemusele jaib koht arheoloogiamalestisena edaspidigi
kaitse alla, kuna vallitaolise pinnavormi mahakaevamisel avastati selle alt kividega
kiilutud postiaugu jiinused, mis osutavad varasele inimtegevusele.

Viljandi suusahiippemael (nr 12) toimus varasematel a.astatel rajatud kaevan-
dite laiendamine eesmirgiga jitkata mae kohakasutuse lll.lrlngl.lt. Konealune migi
on pakkunud ridamisi ponevaid arheoloogilisi avastust, millest intrigeerivam segn-
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dub 13. saj esimesel veerandil aset leidnud Viljandi linnuse piiramisega. Nagu sel-
gub kaevamisi juhatanud H. Valgu ja teda assisteerinud arheoloogiatliopilaste
Riina Juuriku, Anti Lillaku ja Ester Orase koostatud artiklist, leiti ka seekord ehi-
tusjadnuseid, millest vihemalt osa voivad pdrineda 13.sajandil pustitatud piiramis-
tehnika konstruktsioonidest.

Saaremaa arheoloogiliste uuringute keskmes on juba monda aega olnud muistsete
sadamatega seonduv kiisimustering. Siinses kogumikus esitab huviiratava hupo-
teesi Viltinas (nr 13) loppenud viljakaevamise materjali pohjal Marika Magi.
Nimelt vaidab artikli autor, et paatide paremaks randumiseks jirsemaks kaevatud
ja koige toenaolisemalt puittaraga piiratud Viltina viikingiaegsel sadamal oli
piirkonnale eriline tahendus mitte ainult kaubitsemi-seks vaid ka rahvakogune-
miste korraldamiseks.

Pohjapoolse Eesti vanu sadamakohti on Kolga lahe ddrest otsinud mitmel aastal
Gurly Vedru. Seekord jatkas ta vaiksema mahuga uuringuid Muuksi linnuse lihis-
tel Tsitres (nr 14) ja leidis kinnitust oma varasemale oletusele, et sealne laht on
olnud sobiv laevade randumispaik, aga voimalik, et koguni oluline sadamakoht
juba keskmisel rauaajal.

Liinemaal Uugla Veskimie asulakohas (nr 15) toimunud viljakaevamised
kujunesid esialgu plaanitust suuremaks, sest tiise kultuurkiht ja esinduslik leiu-
materjal ajendasid kaevandit laiendama. Nagu selgub kaevamisi juhatanud Mati
Mandeli tlevaateartiklist, satuti Uuglas muinasaja l0pust pdrit jouka ja ilmselt esin-
dusliku pere eluasemele. Kui varasemal ajajirgul paiknesid asulaalal kindlasti
eluhooned, siis 12.-14. sajandil on seal nihtavasti tegeldud peamiselt raua sulata-
mise ja sepatdooga. Uugla ja selle lihiiimbruse rauasulatuskohtade ja sepikoja
asemete otsingule keskendus Juri Peetsi juhendatud ekspeditsioon (nr 16).
Esialgsed uuringud niitasid, et jilgi rauasulatusest ja sepatoost leidub sealkandis
10 hektari suurusel alal, kus rauatootmine toimus koige intensiivsemalt 11. sajan-
di Iopust kuni 13. sajandini. Nii M. Mandel kui ka J. Peets on avaldanud arvamust,
et just Uuglas vois olla muistse Liinemaa suurim rauatootmise ja sepatoo keskus,
mille toodangust jitkus ka kaugemate piirkondade elanike vajaduste tarbeks.

Kohalikust maagist rauasulatamist ja muistset sepatood laiemalt puudutava uuri-
misteemaga olid seotud ka Saaremaal Kaarma linnuse lihistel Kakus (nr 17)
alanud vilit6od, kus ekspeditsioonijuhataja Jiiri Peetsi andmeil leiti jilgi ulatus-
likust rauatootmisest. Samas on siilinud sepikoja ase, millest esimese aastaga jouti
labi kaevata koige toenidolisemalt 14. sajandist pirit leiurikas tilemine ladestus.
Lisaks nimetatule tegeles Kiku ekspeditsioon veel kahe selgitamist vajava kiisi-
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muse lahendamisega. Lihulinna (nr 18) juures kaevati oletatavat kalmet, mida
olid riitistekaevamistega 16hkunud nn mustad arheoloogid. Kuna rahvasuus piisib
legend, et Saaremaa suurim linnus, Lihulinn, oli Jurioo ilestousu ajal 1344. a
talvel toimunud ohvriterohke lahingu paik ja langenud maeti nimetatud kula-
kalmesse, siis loodeti leida materjali selle arvamuse kinnituseks voi timber-
lukkamiseks. Kaevamistelt avastatud poolik hobuseraud ja 16. sajandil Riias ver-
mitud hobemiint voiksid olla ka hauapanused, kuid mingeid jalgi sellel kohal
olnud kalmistust ei avastatud. Arvatavale matmispaigale kunagi pustitatud dolo-
miitristi uurimine niitas, et tegemist oli algselt palju suurema ja ilmselt hiliskesk-
ajast parit risti tilaosaga, mille jalg on nuitidseks murdunud. Nuud upitati viltuva-
junud rist pusti ning roovarheoloogide sissekaeved tasandati.

Muinasusundiga seotud uurimisteema raames vottis Tonno Jonuks Virumaal ette
Iila ohvriallika (nr 19) puhastamise. Paraku selgus to6ode kidigus, et viimased
kolmkiimmend aastat on seda veekogu regulaarselt tihjendatud ning ilmselt just
seetottu ei leitudki midagi sellist, mida voiks seostada allikal kunagi toimunud
ohvritalitustega. Samas on veel 20. saj alguses rahvaparimuste kogujad talletanud
teateid sellest, et lila Hiieallika vett peetakse puihaks ja sellel olevat silmi raviv
toime.

Teadusteemadega seonduvatest kaevamistest koostatud ja retsenseeritud artiklite
rubriigi lopetab Andres Tvauri ja Tanel Saimre ulevaade valitoodest Pedja joe
piirkonnas. Nimelt kiivitas Tartu tilikool 2006. a teadusprojekti “Torva- ja lubja-
tootmine Eestis muinas-, kesk- ja uusajal”, mis on teretulnud uurimisteema ka
muinsuskaitselisel kaalutlusel, kuna torva-, lubja- ja tellisetootmisega seotud
muinasjaanuste otsimise ja nende kaitse alla votmisega pole Eestis praktiliselt
tegeldud. Siinses artiklis tutvustavad A.Tvauri ja T. Saimre vanade lubjaahjude ja
ajalooliste paemurdude otsimise metoodikat ja esimesi avastusi ajaloolises Kursi
kihelkonnas (nr 20) 20006. a libi viidud vilitoode tulemuste najal.

AVARII- JA PAASTEKAEVAMISED

2006. a paastekaevamistest oli koige toomahukam ja thtlasi teravaid vaidlusi te-
kitanud objekt Tartu lihistel paiknev Vana-Thaste (nr 21,22), kus jitkas t66d kaks
ekspeditsiooni mesoliitiliste ja neoliitiliste kihistuste uurimiseks alal, kuhu laieneb
elamuehitus. Kieolevale kogumikule Kirjutasid oma nigemust tutvustava ja mullu

alustatud diskussiooni (vt. Moora et al. 20006, 141-160) jitkava artikli Thastes Varsa
tn piitkonnas ekspeditsiooni juhatanud Kristiina Johanson ja Aivar Kriiska.

2006. aasta arheoloogiliste vlitaode tulemusi

Ule mitme aasta onnestus 2006. aastal arheoloogidel uurida kiviajast parit matmis-
kohta. Seekord tehti seda Muinsuskaitseameti tellimusel Ihaste lihistel Veibris
(nr 23). 2003. a avastatud ja niiiid havimisohtu sattunud muistis paikneb Emajoe
kaldapealsel, kust on teada ka noorkeraamika kultuuri aegne asulakoht. Ekspedit-
siooni juhatanud Kristiina Johansonilt ja Mari Lohmuselt ning luid maaranud Raili
Allmielt saadud informatsiooni pohjal hakkasid laibamatuse siilmed nahtavale
tulema juba 20-30 cm stigavuselt nuudisaegsest maapinnast. Kuigi luude antropo-
loogiline uurimine veel kestab, voib juba praegu Oelda, et maetuid oli neli, neist
liks tdiskasvanu (naine?) ja kolm lapsed, kes siangitati toenaoliselt uheaegselt.
Uhtegi eset, mida voiks tolgendada hauapanusena ei leitud, kuid koigi nelja mat-
misviis osutab selgelt kiviajal kasutusel olnud kombestikule. Tipsemate dateeri-
mistulemuste saabumiseni on luustikud dateeritud esialgu neoliitikumi. Kuna kivi-
aegsete matuste umbruskonnast avastati ka kesk- ja uusaegseid savinoukilde,
viitab see samas paigas asunud hilisemale asulale.

Kaks aastat tagasi pdistekaevamisena alanud projekt Kunda Hiiemael (nr 24)
jatkus kalme loodepoolse osa uurimisega, kust avastati uksteise kulge otsekui kar-
jena pikuti ja risti ehitatud vaikesed paekividest tarandid, kuhu olid singitatud
laibamatused. Kaevamisjuhataja Marge Konsalt lackunud informatsiooni pohjal
kaevati lopuni valja kivikonstruktsioonid ning jatkati tarandite pohjaplaatide aluse
pinnase eemaldamist. Tervikluustikke pohjaplaatide alt ei leitud, kuid kalmealuses
moreenis tulid nahtavale moned luukogumid ja arvukalt tiksikluid. Selline leiusi-
tuatsioon lubab oletada, et tarandkalme rajamiskohaks valiti varasem matusepaik,
mis lohuti uue kalme ehituse kaigus. Lihemat selgust sellesse kiisimusse peaksid
tooma "C-analuusid, mille tulemused kidesoleva kogumiku koostamise ajaks ei
olnud veel lackunud.

Paastekaevamised Parnumaal Lehu kiila lihistel Suursoos (nr 25) olid loogiliseks
jatkuks Maili Roio ja Ain Lavi eelmise aasta uuringule, mil koguti esmaseid and-
meid Lehu kula lahistel turbavotuga paljandunud sooteede kohta (vt Lavi & Roio
2006).20006.a voeti Tootsi turbatootjate algatusel ja Guido Toosi juhendamisel ette
ligemale 3 m laiuse roigastest ja palkidest ehitatud teetrassi viljapuhastamine u
100 m pikkusel 16igul, millega koguti tiiendavat informatsiooni selliste teede ehi-
tusisearasuste tundmaoppimiseks. Paremini siilinud palkidest voetud proovid anti
ule dendrokronoloogiliseks analiiiisiks, mille tulemuste selgudes voib teha juba
kindlamaid jareldusi Suursoo sooteede vanuse ja vorgustiku kiisimuses.

Paastekaevamisi tuli teha ka 2005. aastal kaitse alla voetud muistsete pollujiinuste

alal Harjumaal Vatslas (nr 26), kuhu on planeeritud lihiajal rajada elamuid. Sellest,
millist informatsiooni saadi vanade pollukivihunnikute ja -peenarde libikaeva-
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misel, kus mh avastati jidnuseid muinasaja 1opuperioodi I6hutud kivikalmest, saab
lugeda kaevamisi juhatanud Gurly Vedru artiklist. Veel anti Harjumaal luba kait-
sealuse maa-ala vabastamiseks ehitustooks pirast kaevamiste libiviimist Lehmja
Sinikivi I6hutud kalmekohal (nr 27). Nagu selgub seal kaevamisi juhatanud Villu
Kadaka tlevaatest, pakkus pikaajalise kiinniga hivitatud matmiskoht siiski veel
huvitavat informatsiooni muistsete kivikalmete ehituskonstruktsioonide ja mat-
mistavade selgitamiseks.

Tavapiraselt toimub koige enam padstekaevamisi ajaloolistes linnasudameis ja
eeslinnades. Selles osas ei olnud erandlik ka 2006. aasta. Tallinna vanalinnas
labi viidud toodest tuleb eraldi peatuda Harju tinava ja Niguliste kiriku vahe-
lises 10igus tehtud viljakaevamistel (nr 28), millega avati rusude alt illatavalt
hasti sdilinud Trepi tinav koos selle servas paiknenud ja 1944. aasta 9. martsi pom-
mitamisega havitatud keskaegsete hoonete vundamentide ning nn Noelasilmani
viiva trepikaiguga. Arheoloogiliste uuringute loppedes alustati Noelasilma tles-
chitamist, millest kujundati omalaadne mailestusmirk martsipommitamise
ohvritele. Samaaegselt Trepi tinava uuringutega toimus ka tisna tavatu vastupidine
protsess: 1980. aastatel osaliselt lahti kaevatud varemetevalja uuringud jaid kinnis-
varavaidluste ja muutliku linnaplaneerimispoliitika tottu lopliku lahenduseta ning
linnavalitsuse otsusel taideti varemed uuesti liivaga. Seega peab loodetud Muinas-
Tallinna jalgede avastamine Harju tdnava alt ja servast ootama toendoliselt jirg-
miste polvkondade arheolooge.

Tartu vanalinna kaitsealal toimunud kaevetood Poe tanaval (nr 29) toid ulla-
tusliku leiuna pdevavalgele linnamuuri nurgatorni jaanused. Nagu selgub Tartus
mitmeid paastekaevamisi ja jarelevalvetoid juhatanud Andres Tvauri ja Rivo Berno-
tase ulevaateartiklist, ei olnud inimsilm seda torni ei kohapeal ega vanadel kaar-

tidel Rootsi ajast saadik ndinud. Eeldavalt l1ohuti Pasatorniks (sk Dructurm) kutsu-
tud suurtiikitorn 17. sajandi teisel poolel seoses bastioni rajamisega.

Kahjuks kaasnes 20006. aasta Tartu arheoloogiliste uuringutega ka ebameeldiv
teade. Ehitustoodega seonduvad kaevamised Ulikooli tn 14 kinnistul (nr 30)
otse Toomemaie nolva all algasid juba aasta varem, kuid 2006. aastal libi kaevatud
kihtidest tuli paevavalgele hobemiuntidest aardeleid. Voib oletada, et viirisvara
varises kaevandisse otse hoone kohal korgunud muinaslinnuse kihtidest. Paraku
pole 1opliku selgust selle leiu koosseisust ja vanusest, sest eeldatavasti vihemalt
poolesajast hobemiindist koosnenud aardest joudis arheoloogideni vaid 36 raha.
Neist enamik on 10. sajandi araabia dirhemid, milliseid pole varem Tartust leitud.
Ulejdinute kadumises kahtlustatakse kaevetoodel osalenud isikuid. Et voimalikus
varguses selgust tuua, algatas politsei Muinsuskaitseameti taotlusel uurimise.
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Rakvere (nr 31) teatri hoovis ette voetud uuringu eesmark oli vilja selgitada ja
talletada pinnases siilinud informatsioon paigas, kuhu on kavas ehitada teatri uus
proovisaal. Kaevetoode kiigus leiti keskaegse hoone kelder. Kas see kuulus kuna-
gisele kloostrile voi oli tegemist elumajaga, vajab kaevamisjuhataja Villu Kadaka
arvates veel selgitamist. Teadupirast seisis 16. sajandil samas paigas frantsiskaani
klooster, mis Liivi soja kdigus purustati. Hilisemal ajal on olnud sealsamas moisa
korvalhooned.

JARELEVALVETOOD JA EELUURINGUD

Viimastel aastatel Eestimaal hoogustunud vee- ja kanalisatsioonitrasside rajamine
ja vanade kommunikatsioonide renoveerimine on toonud kaasa arheoloogiliste
jarelevalvetoode hiippelise kasvu. See oli ka pohjus, miks tehti Tallinna, Tartu,
Uus- ja Vana-Parnu, Viljandi, Narva, Haapsalu, Lihula, Rakvere ja Kures-
saare ajaloolistes linnastidameis ja eeslinnades pea aastaringselt valitoid
trassikaevetes: kultuurkihi sdilivuse korral moodistati ja fikseeriti kraavide profiile
ja paljandunud ehituskonstruktsioone ning korjati kokku kaevetoodega paevaval-
gele tulnud talletamist vadrivad leiud. Kdesolevas kogumikus on 2006. aastal
toimunud jarelevalvetest juttu mitmes artiklis: Erki Russow ja Anton Parn annavad
tilevaate toodest Haapsalus (nr 97-100), Andres Tvauri ja Rivo Bernotas Kkirjel-
davad avastusi Tartus (nr 51-58) ja Tartu kiilje all paiknevas Vorbuse (nr 65) asu-
lakohas ning Villu Kadakas resiimeerib OU Agu EMS uuringuid mitmel objektil
Tallinnas (nr 43-46), Rakveres (nr 31), Porkunis (nr 114), Kose Uuemaoisas
(nr 115) ja Lehu rabas (nr 25). Lisaks neile Kisitleb jirelevalvetoid ka Ulle Tamla
artikkel, milles antakse tilevaade 20006. aasta hilissuvel osaliselt kokku varisenud ja
avariiohtlikuks muutunud Varbola Jaanilinna (nr 116) lidnepoolse viravakiigu
ekspertiisist, muuride restaureerimisest ning nende toode kiigus tehtud ehi-
tusarheoloogilistest tahelepanekutest.

MAASTIKUINSPEKTSIOONID

20006. aastal korraldatud maastikuinspektsioonidel avastati 60 uut muistist, mille
kohta leiab tapsemat informatsiooni siinse kogumiku loppu lisatud Marge Konsa
ja Mirja Otsa koostatud loendist. Selle koostamiseks vaadati libi Muinsuskaitse-
ameti, Tallinna Ulikooli Ajaloo Instituudi ja Tartu Ulikooli arheoloogia kabineti ar-
hiividesse lackunud vastavad teated ning viidi libi vilitoid teinud arheoloogide ja
muinsuskaitse usaldusmeeste kusitlus. Lisaks sellele kisitlevad 2006. aastal toimu-
nud maastikuinspektsioone kaks pikemat artiklit: Mauri Kiudsoo annab tilevaate
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Pirita joe wvalgala muististe ulevaatusest, keskendudes Viimsi poolsaarele
(nr 138) ja arheoloogiamilestiste poolest rikkale Alansi kiilale (nr 119, 120);
Mare Aun ja Arvis Kiristaja on kirja pannud Setumaa muististe inspekteerimisel ja
proovikaevamistel (nr 131, 135) tehtud tihelepanekud.

JUHULEIUD

Usna sageli tuleb arheoloogidel teha vilitoid seal, kus maaharimise, kaevamise voi
muu tegevuse kiigus on mullapduest tulnud pievavalgele leide. Selles osas ei
olnud erandlik ka 2006. aasta, mil Eestimaa muuseumidesse ja teadusasutustesse
laeckus sadakond juhuleiuteadet. Uhest sellisest teatest - Polvamaalt Palutaja
(nr 139) kiilast avastatud Liivi sOja aegsest aardest ja sellele jirgnenud valitoost Kir-
jutasid siinsele kogumikule loo Heiki Valk ja Tonno Jonuks. Samasse rubriiki kuu-
lub ka Mauri Kiudsoo kirjutis 2006. aasta markimisviirsematest rahaleidudest.

Uhtekokku sisaldab kiesolev kogumik 21 artiklit (19 inglise ja 2 saksa keeles)
2000. aastal toimunud tihelepanuvairsematest arheoloogilistest avastustest. Koi-
gile voorkeelsetele artiklitele on lisatud eestikeelsed pikemad sisukokkuvotted.
Viljaande esikaant ehib seekordsetest esemeleidudest liivisOja-aegses Palutaja
aardes sisalduv rullotstega hobetatud hoburaudsolg ja tagakaant samast leiust
parit ohukesest hobeplekist kummitud suured oonsad helmed, mida rahva-
paraselt kutsutakse krollideks.

Tdname koiki Rolleege, kes aitasid kaasa kéesoleva véiljaande koostamisele nii artiklite kirju-
tamise kui ka 20006. a vdlitdid puudutava informatsiooni jagamisega. Eriline tdnu kuulub voor-
keelsete artiklite keelt kobendanud Helle Solnaskile ja Uwe Sperlingule, jooniseid ja skeeme teinud
Kersti Siitanile ning kogumiku kujundanud Jaana Koolile.

Viidatud kirjandus
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In 20006, the National Heritage Board and Cultural Heritage Department of the
Tallinn City Government issued 141 permits (see table) for research excavations
(Fig. 1: A), rescue excavations (Fig. 1: B) and supervision work (Fig. 1: CO).
Additionally, permits were also given for trial excavations and survey trips, which
were aimed at discovering new sites, checking the state of the known ones, spec-
ifying protection zones and verifying the reports of discoveries. Irrespective of
the nature and extent of the performed fieldwork, all archaeologists who receive
permits are obliged to present a written report on their fieldwork.The reports are
retained in the archives of the institution, which issued the permit (see the last
column of the table).

ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH EXCAVATIONS

The proportion of research excavations has increased gradually in recent years.
In 2006 research excavations were carried out by the University of Tartu,
Institute of History of the University of Tallinn, Estonian History Museum, Viljandi
Museum and Foundation of Virumaa Museums (Fig. 1: A). In most cases excava-
tions of previous years were resumed, investigating the deeper layers of earlier
excavations or expanding the excavation areas (e.g. the hillforts in Vastseliina and
Viljandi, the settlement site of Uugla Veskimagi, harbour sites in Viltina and Tsitre),
but a number of sites which have not been archaeologically investigated before
were also excavated (e.g. the hillforts in Helme and Urvaste, iron-smelting sites
and smithy remains in Kiku and Uugla, the sacrificial spring Hiieallikas in Iila).
Some research projects even required excavations of several sites (e.g. the expe-
ditions to discover ancient harbour-sites, early smithy remains and iron-smelting
sites, lime kilns and limestone quarries) or prospecting on a wider territory, to
determine the extent of the cultural layer and find the core of the settlement.

The present publication includes an article by Aivar Kriiska and Kerkko

Nordqvist, introducing the excavations of the Riigikiila XIV settlement site
(no. 1), which aimed at investigating the earliest settlement pattern of Estonia.
Their contribution is a fine example of harmonious international cooperation and
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illustrates how the systematic study of an extensive Stone Age settlement by va-
rious research methods (e.g. phosphate sampling and prospecting on an exten-
sive territory, mapping a Corded Ware Culture settlement in 2006) can contribute
to better understanding of the connections between the development of cultural
landscape and human behaviour of the period. The same paper contains also
information about rescue excavations of the Riigikiilla II settlement site
(no. 94), where the cultural layer had been damaged and disturbed by unlawful
construction activities.

The longer research project of the Keava hillfort and nearby settlement sites, ter-
minated in 2000, also provided additional information about Stone Age settlement
of Estonia. On the basis of previous fieldwork the researchers hoped to discover
ancient smithy remains, contemporary with the hillfort, within the settlement site
of Linnaaluste III (no. 2). Unfortunately, a smithy could not be traced (it may be
completely destroyed by ploughing), but in the deeper deposits of the excavation
chips and blades from flint-knapping came to light, proving that the earliest set-
tlement there dates from the Early Neolithic or even the end of the Mesolithic
Period. Here it might be appropriate to remind that the birch bark pavement, inci-
dentally discovered in the marsh at the Keava hillfort in 2003, has been dated to

the 5" millennium BC by two radiocarbon analyses (Lang et al. 2004, 68, tab.).

The construction of a supermarket is foreseen soon on the territory of the
Lehmja settlement site (no. 3), requiring prior archaeological investigations of
the site. Extensive prospecting was carried out there to establish the age and state
of preservation of the cultural layer and thus facilitate the planning of rescue
excavations. Ain Lavi, the director of the fieldwork suggests in his paper that the
habitation layer at the site dates from the Roman Iron Age and thus belongs to the
period which is little studied in Estonia.

The research group of Tartu University under the leadership of Heiki Valk
resumed their study on the age and constructional features of the hillforts in
Southern and Southeastern Estonia. In the present volume Heiki Valk presents an
article discussing the results of the recent investigations of three hillforts -
Hinniala, Urvaste and Vastseliina (nos 4-6). The greatest surprise of these
investigations was the fact that the Hinniala hillfort (with a unique name

Pc’ievapb’b’mmismdgi, Hill where the Sun Turns), located in the village of Tellaste,
Meremae municipality, dates from the Pre-Roman Iron Age or even earlier.

Hillforts were investigated also on the northern coast of Estonia.Trial excavations
were carried out on the hillfort of Iru near Tallinn (no. 7, the total area of three
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excavation plots was 9 sq.m); the preliminary conclusion that a river harbour was
located on the 11 m wide terrace between the hillfort and the Pirita River in the
Viking Age requires further examination.The archaeological investigations of the
northernmost and latest castle of the Teutonic Order in Toolse (no. 8; com-
pleted in 1471) were motivated by the intension to start the conservation of the
crumbling walls.The article by Tonno Jonuks and Kahrut Eller gives a detailed sur-
vey of the first stage of the fieldwork, concentrating on the study of the gate
building, which has been used for various purposes.

For many years the Museum and town authorities of Viljandi have supported
ongoing archaeological investigations of the castle of the Teutonic Order in
Viljandi (no. 9) and the conservation of the excavated constructions. In 2006 the
investigations focused on the main castle and the surroundings of the main gate
of the III outer bailey, where the removing of debris surprisingly brought to light
a cellar, which is not depicted on the preserved plans of the castle. The article
written by Arvi Haak and Riina Juurik, discuss the possible function of the cellar
with a fireplace and the finds recovered from the habitation layer there.

Another article in this volume by Arvi Haak also gives a survey of the investigations
of a castle - the Helme castle (no. 10), which for the first time was archaeologi-
cally investigated in 2006. One of the aims of this work was to find out whether
the castle was erected on the site of a possible prehistoric hillfort. Although the
extent of the fieldwork was limited and therefore could not provide a definite
answer, several circumstances suggest the possibility that a wooden fortification
may have existed on the site prior to the construction of the stone castle.

The investigations of Pirgu Kantsimagi (no. 11), taken under state protection as
a hillfort many years ago, gave a surprising result. It appeared that the semicircu-
lar elevation, nearly 1.5 m high and 9 m wide at the foot, one side of which is
located on a steep river bank, was a natural formation. The geologists who were
consulted suggested that such a “mound” could be produced by the melting
waters from the retreating icecap. Regardless of the “negative” investigation
results the site will remain under state protection as an archaeological site,
because beneath the mound-like formation remains of a post-hole wedged with
stones were discovered, indicating early human activities.

On the ski-jumping hill in Viljandi (no. 12) excavation plots of previous years
were expanded with the aim to further investigate how the site had been used in
the past.The hill has provided several fascinating archaeological discoveries, the
most exciting of which is related to the besieging of the Viljandi hillfort in the 1*
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quarter of the 13™ century (Valk 2001; 2003). Heiki Valk, the director of the exca-
vations and his assistants, students of archaeology Riina Juurik, Anti Lillak and
Ester Oras claim in their article in the present volume that at least a part of the
discovered construction remains may belong to the besieging constructions.

For some years already the research in Saaremaa has been concentrated on the
problems of ancient harbour sites. In the present volume Marika Magi has pub-
lished an interesting hypothesis on the basis of the results of the excavations
completed in Viltina (no. 13).The author suggests that the Viking Age harbour of
Viltina, steepened for more convenient landing of boats and probably surround-
ed by a wooden fence, possessed a distinctive importance for the region not only
as a trading site but also as a place for the gathering of people.

On the northern coast Gurly Vedru has looked for ancient harbour sites at the
Kolga Bay for several years. This year she resumed small-scale investigations in
Tsitre (no. 14) near the Muuksi hillfort and verified her earlier speculation that
the place was suitable for ships to land and was possibly even an important har-
bour site already in the Middle Iron Age.

The excavations of the settlement site Uugla Veskimagi in Liinemaa (no. 15)
were carried out on a larger scale than earlier intended, since the thick cultural
layer and impressive finds required the enlargement of the excavation plot.
According to the review by Mati Mandel, the director of the excavations, the site
in Uugla appeared to be a dwelling of a prosperous and evidently distinguished
family, dating from the end of the Prehistoric Period. However, in the 12"-14" cen-
turies the area was mainly used for iron-smelting and smithery. The expedition
directed by Jiri Peets (no. 16) concentrated on tracing iron-smelting and
smithy sites in Uugla and its nearest vicinity. Preliminary investigations
revealed that traces of iron-smelting and smithy work occur there on a territory
of about 10 hectares, where iron production was most intensive from the end of
the 11" century till the 13" century. M. Mandel and J. Peets have both agreed that
Uugla could have been the major centre of iron smelting and smithy work in
ancient Lainemaa, production of which was sufficient also for the needs of fur-
ther districts.

The fieldwork started in Kidku near Kaarma, Saaremaa (no. 17), was also con-
nected with the investigation of ancient smithery and smelting iron from local
ores.According to J. Peets, the director of the expedition, traces of extensive iron
smelting were discovered. A smithy site also came to light, but in the first year
only its find-rich upper layer, most likely dating from the 14™ century, was exca-
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vated. Additionally, the expedition in Kiku attempted to solve two other issues.
A presumable grave was excavated near the Lihulinn hillfort (no. 18), which ille-
gal archaeologists had plundered.According to a legend many people were kKilled
in the severe battle fought at Lihulinn, the largest hillfort of Saaremaa, in winter
1344, during the St. George’s Night Uprising, and buried in the village cemetery
there. The investigation aimed at either confirming or confuting the opinion.
A broken horseshoe and a silver coin minted in Riga in the 16" century might have
been grave goods, but no traces of a cemetery were discovered on the site. The
investigation of the dolomite cross erected on the presumable burial site revealed
that it was an upper part of a considerably larger cross, the foot of which was bro-
ken and which evidently dated from the Late Middle Ages.The toppling cross was
re-erected and the holes dug by the plunderers were filled and smoothed.

In the framework of the research project connected with ancient religion Tonno
Jonuks undertook the cleaning of the sacrificial spring in Iila,Virumaa (no. 19).
Unluckily it appeared in the course of work that the spring had been regularly
cleaned throughout the recent 30 years; evidently this was the reason why noth-
ing was found to connect it with past sacrificial rites. Nevertheless, oral tradition
has recorded that water in the spring was considered sacred and it was thought
to cure eyes still in the beginning of the 20" century.

The last contribution concerning research excavations is the review by Andres
Tvauri and Tanel Saimre about the fieldwork around the River Pedja. In 2006 Tartu
University launched a research project “Tar and lime production in Estonia in the
prehistoric, medieval and post-medieval period”, which is an important subject
also from the aspect of heritage protection, since sites of lime, tar and brick pro-
duction have been neither investigated nor taken under protection. The contri-
bution by A.Tvauri and T. Saimre in this volume describes methods of finding old
lime kilns and historic limestone quarries and the first discoveries on the subject
made during the fieldwork in Kursi parish (no. 20).

RESCUE EXCAVATIONS

The most extensive and also most controversial were the rescue excavations in
Vana-lhaste near Tartu (nos 21, 22), where two research groups resumed their
excavations studying Mesolithic and Neolithic layers on the territory of the future
construction site. In this volume Kristiina Johanson and Aivar Kriiska, who direct-
ed the excavations in Varsa Street, Ihaste, present their opinion of the site and con-

tinue discussions on the subject (see Moora et al. 2000).
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In 20006 the archaeologists once again had an opportunity to investigate a Stone
Age burial site. This time the excavations were carried out at the request of the
National Heritage Board in Veibri (no. 23) near Ihaste. The endangered site, dis-
covered in 2003, was located on the bank of the River Emajogi, where a settle-
ment site of the Corded Ware Culture is also known. According to the directors
of the excavations Kristiina Johanson and Mari Lohmus and the anthropologist
Raili Allmde who determined the bone remains of inhumation, burials came to
light already at a depth of 20-30 ¢cm from the ground. Although anthropological
investigation of the bones is not completed yet it has been established already
that the bones belonged to four people, one adult (woman?) and three children,
who were apparently interred at the same time. No grave goods were discovered,
but the way of the four burials gives us an idea about the rituals practiced in the
Stone Age. The skeletons have been preliminarily dated to the Neolithic Period.
Medieval and post-medieval potsherds recovered in the neighbourhood of the
burials indicate a settlement site of a later period at the same location.

Rescue excavations of Kunda Hiiemagi (no. 24), which started two years ago,
were resumed. In 2006 the north-western part of the grave was investigated.
Several small limestone tarands, built side by side in a cluster lengthwise and
crosswise, were discovered, containing inhumation burials. According to Marge
Konsa, the director of the excavations the clearing of stone constructions was
completed and soil from beneath the bottom slabs of the tarands was removed.
Whole skeletons were not discovered beneath the bottom slabs, but in the
moraine soil under the grave some bone assemblages and a lot of single bones
came to light. This suggests that an earlier burial site was chosen for the tarand-
graves, destroying it in the course of building the tarand-graves. Radiocarbon
analyses, which were not yet completed at the time of the compilation of the pre-
sent volume, will probably cast more light upon the problem.

Rescue excavations in Suursoo (no. 25) near the Lehu village in Pirnumaa were
a natural follow-up to the investigations of the previous year, carried out by Maili
Roio and Ain Lavi, who collected preliminary information about the trackways
that come to light there during peat-cutting (Lavi & Roio 2006).In 2006 the inves-
tigation of about 100 m long section of a nearly 3 m wide pole and log trackway
was carried out by Guido Toos.This study provided additional information about
the constructional features of such trackways. Samples from better-preserved logs
were given for dendrochronological dating, the results of which would allow
drawing conclusions about the age and network of trackways in Suursoo.

Rescue excavations were carried out also in Vatsla, Harjumaa (no. 26) where new
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dwelling houses are going to be built soon. The investigated complex of fossil
fields was taken under protection in 2005. The results of the investigation of
ancient clearance cairns and baulks as well as a surprise discovery of the remains
of a destroyed grave from the end of the Prehistoric Period are published in the
article written by Gurly Vedru, the director of the excavations.The damaged grave
site of Lehmja Sinikivi, Harjumaa (no. 27) was also investigated to exempt the site
from protection for construction activities. The director of the excavations Villu
Kadakas presents in his review the information the damaged grave still provided
about the constructional features of ancient stone graves and burial customs.

As usual, the largest number of rescue excavations took place in historic towns
and their suburbs. Of the investigations in Old Tallinn the excavations on the
plot between Harju Street and St. Nicholas’ church (no. 28) should be men-
tioned. There Trepi Street, surprisingly well preserved, was cleared of ruins and
the covering soil, together with the foundations of medieval buildings at its sides,
destroyed by the Soviet air raid on 9 March 1944, and the stairway leading to the
so-called Noelasilm (Needle’s Eye). After the completion of the investigations the
Noelasilma gate was reconstructed, and it became a symbol to commemorate the
victims of the bombing of Tallinn. Simultaneously with the investigations of Trepi
Street an unusual reverse process took place in the vicinity: the investigations of
a large ruin area, started in 1980s, remained unfinished due to disputes between
developers, property owners and permanently changing town planning policy,
and the municipality decided to cover the ruins in sand.Thus the task of discov-
ering traces of prehistoric Tallinn beneath the Harju Street and its sides will have
to wait for the future generations of archaeologists.

In the protection zone of Old Tartu excavations were carried out in Poe Street
(no. 29). Surprisingly, remains of a corner tower of the town wall were discov-
ered. According to Andres Tvauri and Rivo Bernotas, who have directed several
rescue excavations and monitoring projects in Tartu, human eye had not seen the
artillery tower with the name Dructurm since the Swedish rule, neither on the
site nor on the maps. Presumably the tower was demolished in the 2™ half of the
17" century in connection with building a bastion.

Unfortunately, the archaeological investigations in Tartu in 2006 brought along
also an unpleasant case.The excavations connected with the construction activi-
ties in Ulikooli Street (no. 30), right at the foot of the hill Toomemagi, had start-
ed already in the previous year. In the excavation plot of 2006 a hoard of silver
coins came to light. There is reason to suppose that the hoard dropped into the
excavation from the cultural layer of the hillfort above the plot. Regrettably the
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composition and the age of the hoard remain unclear, since only 36 coins of the
presumable assemblage of 50 reached the archaeologists. They are mostly Arabic
dirhems of the 10™ century. This type of coins has never been found in Tartu

before. Participants in the excavations are suspected to be guilty in the disap-
pearance of the rest.

The aim of the investigations in the courtyard of the Rakvere theatre (no. 31)
was to discover and record possible information in the ground of the site where
the new rehearsal hall of the theatre will be built. The excavations under the lead-
ership of Villu Kadakas brought to light a cellar of a medieval building. Whether
it belonged to a former abbey or a dwelling house needs to be established yet. In
the 16" century a Franciscan monastery was located on the site, which was
destroyed in the course of the Livonian War. Later, outbuildings of a manor stood
on the site.

SUPERVISION WORK AND TRIAL EXCAVATIONS

The active construction of communication lines in Estonia has brought along
considerable increase of archaeological supervision work in recent years. In 2006
they were carried out nearly all year round in the historic parts of Tallinn,
Tartu, New and Old Parnu, Viljandi, Narva, Haapsalu, Lihula, Rakvere and
Kuressaare and their suburbs. In case of preserved cultural layer profiles of
ditches and construction remains were measured and recorded and archaeologi-
cal finds were collected. Several articles in the present volume discuss also the
results of supervision work: Erki Russow and Anton Parn give an overview of the
investigations in Haapsalu (nos 97-100), Andres Tvauri and Rivo Bernotas pre-
sent the discoveries of the supervision work in Tartu (nos 51-58) and the results
of trial excavations of the Vorbuse settlement site near Tartu (no. 65), Villu
Kadakas describes the archaeological supervision and results of trial excavations
on several sites in Tallinn (nos 43-46), Rakvere (no. 31), Porkuni (no. 114), in
the estate of Kose-Uuemoisa (no. 115) and in Lehu mire (no. 25). In addition,
the article by Ulle Tamla describes the restoration of the western gateway of the
hillfort of Varbola Jaanilinn (no. 116), which partly collapsed in late summer
20006, and discusses the constructional observations made in the course of work.
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ARCHAEOLOGICAL LANDSCAPE SURVEYS

In 2006 sixty new archaeological sites were discovered in the course of archaeo-
logical landscape surveys.The list of the sites, appended at the end of the present
volume, was compiled by Marge Konsa and Mirja Ots on the basis of the reports
in the archives of the National Heritage Board, Institute of History and Tartu
University and personal comments of the persons involved. Two articles also dis-
cuss archaeological landscape surveys in greater detail: Mauri Kiudsoo describes
the survey of the sites on the upper and lower reaches of the River Pirita, con-
centrating mainly on the sites of the Viimsi Peninsula (no. 138) and the village
of Alansi (nos 119, 120). Mare Aun and Arvis Kiristaja have written about their
surveys and trial excavations in Setumaa (nos 131, 135).

STRAY FINDS

It happens quite frequently that archaeological fieldwork must be carried out to
check the sites where finds have come to light in the course ploughing, digging
or some other work. In 2006 about a hundred reports about stray finds reached
Estonian museums and research institutions. One of such finds, a hoard from the
period of the Livonian War, discovered in the village of Palutaja, POlvamaa
(no 139) is the subject of an article by Heiki Valk and Tonno Jonuks written for

the present volume; Mauri Kiudsoo has written an article about remarkable coin
finds of 2000.

The present volume contains 21 articles (19 in English and 2 in German) about
more noteworthy archaeological discoveries of 2006 in Estonia. All articles in for-
eign languages are illustrated and supplemented with summaries in Estonian.
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
